Maintaining a clean and orderly workplace is an essential element of fi re 
prevention.  A cluttered or messy work environment not only increases the 
chances of fi re, it can turn a small fi re into a major disaster.  Accumulations 
of trash, scrap, product residue from leaks and spills, and cluttered, crowd-
ed conditions are an ideal environment for a fi re to start.  Once ignited, the 
same conditions provide fuel for the fi re to grow and intensify.  The conti-
nuity of combustibles that can result from poor housekeeping practices is 
conducive to rapid fi re spread. 

Except in the case of spontaneous ignition, such materials do not cause fi re 
but furnish the tinder for ignition by small sources of heat and the fuel for 
the spread of incipient fi res.

Large accumulations of waste paper, corrugated boxes, and wood pallets 
can pose a signifi cant fi re hazard.  These materials along with others such 
as plastic debris, fl ammable or combustible liquids, aerosol cans, dirty rags, 
and sawdust are all potential sources of fuel for a fi re.  You will want to 
ensure that hazardous accumulations of combustible waste materials are 
controlled so that a fast developing fi re, rapid spread of toxic smoke, or 
explosion will not occur.

Remember, good housekeeping is a team effort and requires everyone’s 
participation.
